The staff and wider Trust have continued 
to work tirelessly to make our academy the fantastic school it is today. We could not do this without the on-going 
support and positive relationships we have with many of our families.  
  
Year 6 Leavers: Today we bid a fond farewell to our Year Six Leavers. We are incredibly proud of many of their 
achievements during their time with us and wish them all every success for the future. They enjoyed a fun-filled 
evening at the Leavers Prom on Thursday night.

Staffing updates: Today we say goodbye to our wonderful Year 4 class teacher, Mr Dean. Mr Dean has taught at 
Bishop Creighton Academy for the last two years, he is relocating to Lancaster. We also say goodbye in the Summer 
holidays to our caretaker, Mr Hooker, who is retiring.  We wish them both every happiness in their new endeavours 
and thank both for the care and dedication they have shown our pupils and the academy. They will be sadly missed 
by staff and pupils alike. In September, we will be joined by three new class teachers; Mrs Vernon in Year 6, Miss 
Evans-Green in Year 4 and Miss Tibble in Year 1. Miss Greaves and Miss Ward also take up well-deserved promotions 
in September. Miss Ward will be taking responsibility for Literacy across the academy and Miss Greaves our Edison 
Curriculum. Our new Caretaker, Mr Knight takes up his post 
in August. 
 
Key Stage Two results: This year is the third year that SATs 
tests have been taken to reflect the new primary curriculum 
which was introduced in 2014. We have made improvements 
in attainment across all areas this year. In addition to the 
tests, Miss Snell, Year 6 teacher has assessed how well your 
child has done during the year using a framework that 
describes what a child needs to do to be working at the 
expected standard in a subject. You will have received your 
childõs test results. A scaled score of 100 or more means they 
have met the expected standard. We are proud of how many 
of our children have achieved.
