EYFS Visit to West Lodge Farm Park 

 Dear Parents/Carers  

 

As part of our ‘Amazing Animals’ learning next half term, we will be visiting West Lodge Farm Park (near Kettering) on Thursday, 19th June 

2025. 

 

Whilst we are there, we will be having a guided tour of the farm and take a tractor ride. We will also meet different animals living at the farm 

and learn more about how they live, the food they eat and how they are cared for. Children will get an opportunity to stroke the animals if 

they would like to.     

 

We will be leaving the academy at 8.45am, so the children will need to be in school at the earlier time of 8.30am. We will return at the 

slightly later time of 3.15pm. Children will need to wear their full academy PE kit (purple t-shirt and black shorts), purple cardigan/jumper 

along with sturdy trainers. We have a class set of wellies that we will take to wear. Please ensure that your child has a raincoat, sun hat and 

has sun cream applied before coming to school.  

 

All children are entitled to receive a free packed lunch. You will be required to order your child’s packed lunch option as normal through 

www.parentpay.com. If you had previously booked a hot dinner, this would now have been cancelled. Can we kindly ask that you log on and 

order your child’s packed lunch option by Sunday 8th June 2025. If you wish to provide a packed lunch from home, please indicate this on the 

reply slip below. All children will also need a named water bottle. Please provide your child with a small backpack so they can carry their 

lunch and water bottle easily.  

 

This trip is being heavily subsidised by the academy; however, we request a voluntary contribution of £15 per child towards the cost of 

travel, entrance, and activities during the day. This can be made payable via www.parentpay.com. Please be advised if your child is absent 

on the day of the visit this cost is non-refundable. We kindly request that you return the permission form below and make payment on 

ParentPay by Thursday 5th June.   

 

If your child is likely to be travel sick on this journey, please can you ensure that they have been given the appropriate medication before 

they leave home. We would also ask that you provide any medication needed for the return journey in a named envelope, and hand it 

directly to Mrs Baldock on the morning of the visit.
